Marshall Bee: (Marshall leaves the room and goes to the New-Bees) Please follow me. (Marshall has New-Bees follow her to the Queen Bee.) Queen Bee I bring you (a) New-Bee(s) who wish(es) to join our hive. 
Queen Bee: Hello New-Bees. I welcome you to our hive. We are all girls who wait for the day to become Job’s Daughters, and it looks as though you wait for that day too. Until that day comes for you, our Hive offers a place to do good work just as the Daughters do. Marshall please bring the New-Bee(s) to the Messenger Bee so that she may share the Story of Jobie.
Marshall Bee: (Brings New-Bee(s) to Messenger Bee) Messenger Bee the Queen Bee asked that you share the Story of Jobie to this\these New- Bee (s).
Messenger Bee: Josephine Bee was a messenger bee in her hive. Everyone called her Jobie for short. Jobie had an important job, she was in charge of relaying messages to and from the different worker bees in her hive. One day she heard some bees on break talking to each other. 
	“I think we do all the work” said the first bee.
	“I know, if we were not here we could start her own hive and then have more honey for us” said the second bee.
	Jobie had never heard anything like this before. Jobie didn’t want the hive to be hurt. She decided to tell the hive that there were bees that were leaving. We pledge to love and serve our God.--  We pledge to be our very best.-- We pledge to honor and respect our mothers, fathers, and guardians.-- We pledge to learn and seek knowledge.-- We also pledge to be kind and serve our hive-- as these are the ways that we can truly-- learn how to bloom—lead—and soar.
