Ritual
(Preparations) All officers line up at the South ante room door. Jobie to Bee Council will already be seated on the sidelines. Bethel Honored Queen will be standing in the East. Bible is placed closed and on the altar. U.S. flag is already stationed in the east if Marshall is unable or unavailable to escort flag. Custodial box will be to the left of the Custodian’s position.  Officers begin walking in one at a time starting with choir and finishing with Queen Bee.  Officers will square corners. They remain standing as they reach their stations. (Flight of the Bumblebee plays in background)  
Officers and Stations:
Choir Bees- Seated north-east of the altar on sidelines, nearest the piano. 
Custodian Bee- Seated Left and west of the Junior Princess Bee
Messenger Bee- Seated 10 feet directly behind altar and facing Queen Bee.
Recorder Bee- Seated left and west of the Junior Princess Bee
Treasurer Bee- Seated south of the altar
Chaplain Bee- Seated North of the altar
Marshal Bee- Seated in direct west
Princess Bee- Seated in east left of Queen Bee
Queen Bee- Direct and center East 
When Queen Bee arrives at station, she raps 3 times. (Everyone stands)

Honored Queen: It is my pleasure to introduce (Queen Bee’s Name) Queen Bee of The Jobie To Bees of Northern Nevada. (Hands gavel over)
Queen Bee: Thank you, Honored Queen, would you like to remain in the east?
Honored Queen: (Makes choice) Yes thank you. (Sits in East. Or) No thank you. (leaves East and sits on side lines)
Queen Bee: (Raps gavel 3 times) Marshal you will lead the pledge.
Marshal Bee: (Either leaves Bethel to escort the flag, or walks to the east and stands to the left of the flag.) All United States citizens, please join as we pledge our allegiance to our flag.
All: I pledge allegiance to the flag of the United States of America, and to the Republic for which it stands, one nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.
Marshal Bee places flag in stand and walks back to station or just walks back to station.
Queen Bee: Chaplain Bee please attend at the altar.
Chaplain Bee: (Arrives at the altar, kneels and opens bible.) Lord, we thank you for allowing us to come together today. We ask You to bless our meeting. Please help us stay busy and productive in Your works, as Your works are our works. Amen. (Chaplain stands, walks backwards to mid line and then back to station.)
 Queen Bee: (One gavel rap) Before we open our hive, we will make sure every Bee knows her position, duty and symbol.   After position is called that bee will then stand and remain standing.
Choir Bee(s): Our/My station entrusts me/us to practice and share our songs during the meeting.  Our symbol is the musical note, and it reminds us to be on time and not skip a beat.
Queen Bee: Custodian Bee.
Custodian Bee: My station entrusts me with the care of our symbols. My symbol is my Bee Box, it reminds us to be organized and efficient.
Queen Bee: Messenger Bee.
Messenger Bee: My station entrusts me with the Story of Jobie, that I share with New-Bees.  My symbol is the Bee Messenger Bag, it reminds us of the importance of sharing truthful messages.
Queen Bee: Recorder Bee.
Recorder Bee: My station entrusts me to keep an accurate record book.  My symbol is the record book, which reminds us that, by tracking our past progress, we can move ahead more effectively in the future.
Queen Bee: Treasurer Bee.
Treasurer Bee: My station entrusts me with the receipts of our account. My symbol is this treasure box; it reminds us that we must guard and protect our labors and their rewards. 
Queen Bee: Chaplain Bee.
Chaplain Bee: My station entrusts me with giving God thanks for our blessings and leading our meeting prayers.  My symbol is the bible and reminds us that our work should always be done to bless others, as God has blessed us. 
Queen Bee: Marshal.
Marshal: My station entrusts me with our Nation’s flag, and in leading our Pledge of Alligence.  My symbol is this flag pin. It reminds us to remain loyal to our country and to our Hive.
Queen Bee: Princess Bee.
Princess Bee: My station entrusts me to help the Queen Bee, and fill her place if needed. My symbol is the flower staff. It reminds us that we may start out as just small seeds but we will all bloom like flowers.
Queen Bee: My station as Queen Bee entrusts me to preside and lead during our meetings with a positive attitude. My symbol is the crown. It reminds us that we must lead with dignity, respect, and love.  Bees you will join me in our pledge.
All:  We pledge to love and serve our God.  We pledge to be our very best. We pledge to honor and respect our mothers, fathers, and guardians. We pledge to learn and seek knowledge. We also pledge to be kind and serve our hive as these are the ways that we can truly learn how to bloom…(pause) soar…(pause) and lead.    
Queen Bee: Thank you Bees.  Our meeting is now officially open. (One gavel rap)
